First Reading Ruth 1:1-19a

Even though Ruth was a Moabitess, she found her identity in the LORD.
Enduring hardships, she left her homeland out of love for Naomi, her
mother-in-law.

'During the days of the judges, a famine occurred in the
land. So a man left Bethlehem in Judah to stay awhile in the
territory of Moab—he, his wife, and his two sons. *The man's
name was Elimelek, his wife's name was Naomi, and the
names of his two sons were Mahlon and Kilion. They were
from the clan of Ephrath from Bethlehem in Judah. They
entered the territory of Moab and remained there.

3But Elimelek, Naomi's husband, died, so she was left with
her two sons.

So the woman was left without
her two children and without her husband.
